The famed Fox 
bodied Mustang that had brought back the excitement for the pony car has gone and in came an 
entirely new design. The mustang GT was Motor Trend’s car of the year for 1994 and the car on the 
cover of the car of the year issue was laser red with a white top. The following is Jim Millers perfect 
example of the year and a story of what has happened to it.  
 

 
 
This car was stolen from our garage in 2003 in conjunction with a break-in at our home and when it 
wasn’t recovered in a couple of days the police detective told us we would likely never see it again 
(at least in one piece).
